Some Pointers On 
Boarding Cats & Dogs
Pets must have a current certificate of vaccination prior 
to being placed in a boarding facility.  A vaccination of 
annual booster can be organised with the local vet or 
clinic in your area.
 
Animals that have never been previously vaccinated, must 
be vaccinated and could be isolated for 10-14 days.  Only 
some boarding facilities offer isolation.
 
Vet clinics will not house vaccinated pets - only injured or 
ill animals that require care.
 
Women’s services have been provided with a small 
number of pet containers as part of the project.
 
Unusual or unusually large pets may require creative 
solutions! For example, care by friends or neighbours.  
Food costs can be assisted by Pets Aware for an initial 
limited period.  Please contact us if this applies.
 
IMPORTANT Alternative arrangements to
re-house the animal after the 4-week period are at the 
client’s expense.
Any further boarding and care arrangements must be 
negotiated directly between the owner of the 
boarding facility and the owner of the animal.
 

The Service Provider’s Role is to assess the client’s 
suitability for this service and contact kennels and vets 
to arrange services.  Once S.H.E. receives your faxed 
application S.H.E.’s Role is to approve the application, fax 

the approval to you and pay costs.  PLEASE NOTE:  All 

correspondence with clients and facilities should be 

done by you and not S.H.E. staff.

7 Easy Steps
For Service Providers completing forms on behalf 
of client.
 
Step 1.	 Assess client’s suitability for this service. 	
		  (eg. A client escaping domestic violence)

Step 2.	 Select a boarding facility from the list with
		  your client.

Step 3.	 Contact boarding facility to arrange care 	
		  and discuss vaccination certificate needs.

Step 4.	 If pet needs vaccination, contact vet clinic.

Step 5.	 Organise transfer arrangements of pet to 	
		  the selected boarding facility (from home 	
		  or vet clinic).

Step 6.	 Fax completed application form to S.H.E. 	
		  (fax: 6278 8292).

Step 7.	 Once faxed approval has been returned to 	
		  you by S.H.E. your arrangements can be 	
		  acted upon.
 
Remember
Until S.H.E. has received the completed application form 
(back of brochure) and faxed you a confirmation of 
acceptance to the program, boarding and/or vaccination 
cannot commence.
We know that this is urgent and will respond with the 
utmost urgency.
 
Don’t Forget to:
Remind your client that Pets Aware is only for a four 
(4) week period and alternative arrangements must be 
made prior to the completion of this time period.
