Report – Reducing youth homelessness in Tasmania 
Anglicare Tasmania’s latest publication, Reducing Youth Homelessness was launched on Monday as 
part of National Homeless Persons’ Week (4-10 August). 
The report explores youth homelessness in Tasmania from the perspective of young people 
themselves. Twenty-two young people aged 14 to 20 years were asked for their views on what leads 
to homelessness and what can be done to reduce or prevent it. All had been homeless and most 
been involved with the child protection or youth justice systems.
